
 

The Connecticut State Rifle and Revolver Association 
Shooters Hall of Fame 

 
The Connecticut State Rifle and Revolver Association Shooters Hall of Fame is 
established to recognize those members of our organization that have made a significant 
contribution to the shooting sports and/or the Association.  
 
A committee, made up of current Hall members, will make selections to the Connecticut 
State Rifle and Revolver Association Shooters Hall of Fame on an annual basis. The 
committee will review nominations submitted by the Association at large in each of the 
various disciplines. The selection committee will consist of an odd number of members of 
Connecticut State Rifle and Revolver Association Shooters Hall of Fame. The chairman 
and the committee are selected by the Association Board of Directors and serves at its 
pleasure. Selection to the Hall will be by a simple majority based upon a written secret 
ballot.  
 
As a rule, nominees must have demonstrated a sustained period of excellence in the area 
for which they are nominated, a single outstanding accomplishment, while laudatory, is not 
sufficient cause for election to the Hall of Fame.  
 
A nominee must have been a member of the Connecticut State Rifle and Revolver 
Association during the period of time that covers the nomination as well as holding current 
membership. The only exception to this requirement applies to deceased historically 
significant individuals who have made noteworthy contributions to the shooting sports.  
 
A nomination must include the nominee’s name, address, and shooting association 
affiliations as well as the name and address of the nominator. The nomination itself should 
be a narrative detailing the nominee’s accomplishments. The actual nomination may not 
exceed one single space typewritten pages of 12-point type.  
 
There is no requirement that each discipline fill a position each year. Disciplines to be 
considered are special recognition, air gun, bench rest, black powder, hunter/trapper, high 
power rifle, pistol, shotgun, silhouette, smallbore rifle and volunteer.  
 
The Association presents each member with memento in recognition at induction.
